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INTRODUCTION:

BS EN 24869-1 : I1SO 4869-1 specifics a subjective method for measuring the attenuation of hearing
protectors at the threshold of hearing. This method, including details of the test signals, site, equipment,
subjects and procedure, was applicd to the samples tested and the results are prescnted, as required by

the Standard, on the following pages of this Report.

TEST SIGNALS, SITE AND EQUIPMENT:

The facilitics used for this test arc located within the School of Acoustics and Electronic Engineering
at the University of Salford.

TEST SUBJECTS:

The 16 test subjects comprised both malcs and females and covered a wide age range. All subjects were
audiometrically screencd in accordance with Clause 4.4.1 of BS EN 24869-1 prior to the test. They also

satisfied the requirements of Clauses 4.4.2 and 4.4.3.

FITTING:

Manufacturer’s instructions were provided and were followed during the fitting of the hearing protectors.
Guidance was also availablc from the test operator.

TEST PROCEDURE:

50 pairs werc supplied by the Laboratory for testing. Each subject randomly selected one pair for
practice fitting and another for testing. Each test subject's protected threshold was assessed once.

The procedures specified in Clausc 4.5 were followed.
